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The main goals of this course are to
introduce students to the major theoretical
streams in public policy and policymaking,
as well as explore approaches to public
policy research that combine policy and
political analysis. The fundamental goal of
public policy is problem-solving, and that
is also the main objective of the class.
Together, we will explore how this goal is
accompl ished. We will do so by identifying
the relevant policy actors and institutions,
policy needs and constraints, and,
ultimately, why some public policies succeed
and others fail.
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The course is an advanced theory and
application of international finance theory
and policy for graduate students. The main
topics for discussion include real business
cycle theory, global imbalances, exchange
rate determination, short term and long run
adjustments to trade flows, sovereign debt
and default risks, determinants of
international capital flows and
multinational production, and international
financial policy and coordination.
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In this class, students will learn how
policies and programmes influence our lives
as individuals, families, and communities.
Also, students will gain knowledge about
policy and programme evaluation. We will
explore actual examples from around the
wor|ld using literature and critically
discuss policy and/or programme issues at
all levels of governmental and non-
governmental policy regimes. Further, we
will explore how the impact of a policy
differs depending on the beneficiaries and
which factors contribute to these
differences.
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This course aims to provide students with a |01DZ677&R—.,
critical understanding of public policy, KETERXE,
administration and management in developing |XEFEBTHEXE
and transition countries in the era of
globalization. Combining elements of
political science, development studies,
economics, sociology, international
relations, ethics and other disciplines, it
examines concepts of power, government and
governance; the major theories, approaches
and issues in public policy, administration
and management; development
administration/management; and the process
of public policy formulation, implementation
and evaluation. The course tackles such
aspects of public administration/management
as the bureaucracy; administrative reform;
development planning; decentralization and

participation. Special attention will be
devoted to such topics as “new public
management”; poverty and inequality; civil
society in governance; corruption and anti-
corruption; “good governance”: social
protection; gender and development; energy
and water; transportation and communication;
climate change adaptation and disaster risk
reduction; and migration. The course is
taught in English.
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In this class, students will learn impact
evaluation methods using data. This class
will begin with learning how to set
evaluation questions and move on to
quantitative analysis. Regarding evaluation
methodologies, students will learn: causal
inference and counterfactuals, randomized
selection methods, regression discontinuity
design, difference-in-differences, and
matching. Students will be given homework
and assignments to advance their
understanding and research skills.
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
