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Student Residence Halls (for Short-term Exchange Students)
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The residence halls at the University of Tsukuba have a capacity for 3,777 people and are located across 4
areas; Hirasuna, Oikoshi, Ichinoya, and Kasuga. The residence halls for Short-term Exchange Students are
located in Ichinoya area. In order to protect and prevent crime, the entrance of each residence hall is installed

with PIN number security system.
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1. Housing

(1) All Short-term Exchange Students are given priority in the
housing assignments. Generally, well-equipped single
rooms with basic facilities are assigned to the students.

(2) Monthly rates are between ¥23,800 and ¥44,000,
depending on the room type. Please note that utility costs
are not included in the rent. The costs will be charged for
the amount of utilities the residents use in their room.

(3) The deposit (¥30,000) will be charged in addition to 1-2
months’ rent when you move in. The deposit will be
applied to cleaning fee when you move out, or cover
unpaid rent.

(4) The period of residence is from your designated move-in
day to the end of the exchange period.

2. Administration office and Community Center
The administration office for Short-term Exchange
Students is located in Ichinoya bldg.35.

In addition, there is barber, electric store and kiosk in
Ichinoya Community Center.

3. Facilities in Rooms

(1) A single room for Short-term Exchange Students is
approximately 7 to 30 m? and is basically furnished with a
desk, chair, bed, air conditioner, refrigerator, curtains,
etc. Other facilities depend on the room type. For the
residents who have no bathing facility in their room,
coin-operated showers are available (¥100 per time).

(2) Bedding (pillow and its cover, blanket, sheets, bed pat, etc.)
lease service costs and their laundry charge are included in the

rent.

(3) All rooms are equipped with an optical fiber and wireless
(Wi-Fi) internet access. LAN cable and Wi-Fi are both free
of charge.

(4) No TV or PC are provided. If you want, you must provide
your own TV/PC yourself. However, please keep in mind
you cannot leave them in the room when you move out.
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Shared Facilities

Laundry rooms equipped with coin-operated washing
and drying machines are located in each building. (¥100
per wash, ¥100 per dry)

Room Phone

Room phones are installed to each room. The phones
are connected to the internal network which enables to
make phone calls to building within the University of
Tsukuba.

Emergency calls (#110; police / #119; fire &
ambulance) can be made anytime from the phone in
your room.

Mail Delivery

Individual mail box (placed at entrance) are provided
to each resident. Mail or express mail carrying your
name/ room number are delivered to the box.

Package Delivery

Packages are directly delivered to your room. In case
you were absent at the time of attempted delivery,
please contact the number on the delivery notice
yourself. Package drop boxes (PUDO [PickUp DropOff]
Station) are available in Ichinoya area.

Notification of Change of Address

When you transfer room or move to off-campus
apartment, please inform your new address to the
Division of Student Exchange. In order to forward the
mails to the new address, please do not forget to submit
a “Change of Address” application to the post office on
campus, or apply for it on the internet (e-tenkyo). The
mails carrying the previous address will be forwarded to
new address for lyear.

Moving-out Residence Hall

Please notify the Residence Hall Administrative office of
your intention to move out, and submit “Notification of
Moving out” to the office at least 1 month in advance.

When you move out, please take all your belongings
with you as well as making your mail box empty.

The residence hall staff will inspect your room; checking
the equipment, room condition and reading the utility
meter at the time of your moving out.

Each resident is responsible for damages that occur in
individual rooms during occupancy. If any damages or
losses are found, you will be charged for the damages or

missing equipment.
