Focused Anti-infection Measures; Urging to Refrain from Extracurricular Activities

As of August 8, the government put IBARAKI under “Focused Anti-infection Measures (FAMER;1E
ERHEE)” and Tsukuba (plus other cities) has been designated as its target area. We have just
announced you the new measures following the prefectural measures (JP; Aug. 4 / EN; Aug. 5),
we kindly ask you to follow the updated ones.

Please keep the safety precautions in mind to prevent infection. It has been said that “COVID-
19 Delta variant” is a highly contagious virus and there’s a chance of aerosol transmission.
* The updated parts are shown in shaded-text.

. Activities Suspension Period: From August 8 to August 31
*The period may get extended depending on the state-of-emergency period.

. The Activities to be Suspended: ALL ACTIVITIES held OUTSIDE Tsukuba
*Activities that involves external users from outside the city should be refrained.

. The Activities Special Measures can be Taken;
Activities that can apply to the 2 cases described below may be permitted only those cases in which
it is considered to be truly needed. When you carry out a permitted activity, please take appropriate
infection prevention measures considering you, other members, and especially the people in the
area where you act. (Please carefully review the COVID-19 guidelines that the University of Tsukuba
has announced; BI04 ARRZUEABSLEORHDIFIEE COVID-19 Flow Chart, and HiEAFRINEENCHITBE
WEBNREIAS A RS54 > Guideline for Re-Starting Activities)

@® Participation in matches / games that are held by the proper organizations; which take
responsibilities for their own activities / events. (ex. Official Matches / Leagues)
*Submission of “#4EIA F4MT73/E(Off-Campus Activities Notification Form)” is necessary. In case the activity involves
“overnight stays” or “many and unspecified number of participants / audience,” the clubs’ / circles’ representative must
apply for a special permission following 2 guidelines; 1) El&EBIFIAN 1 R54>(Guideline for Re-Starting Activities) and 2)
BEAREENCBITZERLEDE (Arrangement on Group-Activities) .
@ Activities that considered to be truly needed; the activities for upcoming (September or
October) matches / games-Ex. training camps, etc.

*As well as applying for the special permission mentioned above, attached form “4F3IEEBOLEZIEHRE" must be
submitted. Only approved activity can be carried out.

+ All participants take PCR / Antigen Test within 1 week of the departure, and get the negative

test results.
If the activity lasts more than a week, take those tests at least once a week.
Clubs’ / Circles’ advisor (faculty or staff member) must attend entire trip.
